Outdoor Mini-Soccer Registration

Saskatoon Youth Mini-Soccer League play begins in May and runs through until the end of June. The schedule
is organized through the Saskatoon Youth Soccer Inc. at various outdoor soccer fields in our area. Games are
scheduled between 5:30-8:30 p.m. once per week per team. Practices are set by the individual teams and
volunteer parent coaches. All volunteer Mini coaches go through a SYSI sponsored coaching clinic one
evening prior to the start of the season. Soccer cleats and shin pads are the only other equipment
necessary. Uniform shirts (for U8 and U10 players) and shorts (for U6, U8 and U10 players) will be provided
to players once the uniform deposit has been received (see below). U6 players will receive a uniform shirt
sponsored by Tim Horton’s. This is a non-competitive league with the emphasis on fun and skill development.
No standings or statistics are kept. If you love soccer, come out and get involved!

Under 10 Born 1998/1999 $55.00 registration fee
-Boys: Games scheduled Mondays, Wednesdays or Fridays
-Girls: Games scheduled Tuesdays, Thursdays or Fridays
-Games are played with 7 players at a time (7v7)

Under 8 Born 2000/2001 $35.00 registration fee
-Boys, Girls, Co-ed: Games scheduled Wednesdays, Thursdays or Fridays
-Games are played with 4 players at a time (4v4)

Under 6 Born during or after 2002  $35.00 registration fee
-Co-ed: Games scheduled Mondays, Tuesdays or Fridays
-Games are played with 3 players at a time (3v3)

In addition to registration fees, each player will need to provide a $50.00 postdated cheque for July 1, 2008.
This post-dated cheque will act as the uniform deposit for the season and will be returned upon collection of
uniforms. Registrants must bring separate cheques for registration fees, uniform deposit and BCA
membership fees ($10) if required. The Briarwood Community Association honors other community
association memberships.
